Graphite, roasted meats 
and herbs (think bay leaf/thyme/sage-rubbed, oven-roasted filet), 
and kalamata olive lead to more violet and red rose, blueberry fruits, 
minerals, and vanilla.   The texture builds as the wine moves in a 
purposeful path from entry to finish, leaving impressions of complexity 
and how much you want to enjoy this baby with about 7+ years on it.  If 
you can’t wait, decant!
